THE CAMPAIGN FOR OUR FUTURE

There are five words you will hear with pride: “l am a Club kid.” Mad-
ison’s Clubhouses are at the heart of what we do, and have been for
over |33 years. They become second homes and communities where
opportunities are abundant and expectations are high. We work
hard to ensure that the thousands of New York City youth who walk
through our doors are forever changed.

The Building Hope Campaign has launched Madison’s next chapter, in
which more of today and tomorrow’s young people will know the joy
of being a “Club kid.” Through this $90 million initiative, we are blaz-
ing a path forward into Harlem to build and open a new Club. Our
four existing sites in Brooklyn and the Bronx—three of which have
been in service for over fifty years, and one for nearly a century—uwill
also benefit. The establishment of a long-term Capital Improvements
Fund will support necessary renovations to preserve all sites at the
utmost quality for our kids. Lastly, we are expanding our endowment
to underpin this unprecedented growth.

In the fall of 2018, Madison will celebrate one of the Campaign’s most
anticipated milestones. We will open the doors of our fifth and larg-
est Clubhouse on 155th Street and Bradhurst Avenue in one of New
York City's most under-resourced neighborhoods. Over 400 youth
will have daily access to our comprehensive after-school and sum-
mer programs and new community amenities. The Club will house
modern educational spaces, a regulation basketball court, rooftop
soccer field, teen center, digital art and technology lab, performing
arts spaces, as well as Madison’s administrative headquarters. We
look forward to sharing this milestone with our partners, welcoming
the Harlem community, and furthering our commitment to New
York City's youth.
